NURSING DEGREES

RN to Bachelor of Science Nursing

The RN to BSN program, based on the Colorado Nursing Articulation 
Model, is intended for registered nurses who desire career mobility 
and professional development. Having a BSN degree opens new 
possibilities for nurses to advance their careers in any healthcare 
delivery setting.

What are the admission requirements for RN to BS Nursing?  

Registered Nurses with credentials from a hospital school of nursing 
or with an Associate degree from a community college are eligible to 
enroll in American Sentinel’s RN to BSN program. The RN license 
must be active and unencumbered. RNs who graduated within the 
last 3 years are eligible to enroll with no work experience or testing 
required. RNs enrolling after more than 3 years from graduation need 
to have 1,000 hrs of nursing work experience or must complete an RN 
Refresher Course before enrolling.
